Cruisers can stop at Erith Yacht Club by picking up a vacant mooring buoy. Be aware that the currents can
be very strong due to aback eddy - if wind is against tide it can be useful to put a small drogue off the
back of the boat.

Holehaven

Holehaven provides awell protected anchorage roughly two thirds of a sail with the tide between GYC
and the Medway. The channel is quite shallow, but most GY C yachts should be able to get in outside an
hour either side of low water. Enter with the westermost yellow buoy close to your starboard side and aim
between the end of the coastwatch pier and the line of moorings. Use Tilbury tide times which should be
accurate to within ten minutes. There is agood pub within rowing distance of the anchorage (you passed it
on the way in), the Lobster Smack.
