1 POLICY STATEMENT

Where training is advertised to the general public, we may 
also come under Part 3 (Service Providers).   
 

3 PURPOSE  
 

3.1 To oppose and avoid all forms of unlawful discrimination. This includes in the 
application for membership, handling of grievances or complaints and the offering of 
services to members of the club or the general public.  
 

4 RESPONSIBILITIES ON GYC 
 

4.1 To make decisions concerning members based on fairness and merit, other than in 
the case of necessary and limited exemptions allowed for under the Act. 
 

4.2 In particular, to handle complaints and allegations of harassment and bullying in 
accordance with our responsibilities under the Act.  
 

4.3 To communicate this policy to members and explain what responsibilities fall to 
them under this policy and under the Act.  
 

4.4 To keep under review the membership practices, policies and procedures necessary 
to ensure fairness and update them take account of changes in the law.  
 

5 RESPONSIBILITIES ON MEMBERS 
 

5.1 Members must foster an amiable and personable and sportsmanlike culture within 
the club which encourages members to give of their best and gain maximum 
enjoyment from club activities.   
 

5.2 Members must refrain from all forms of illegal discrimination as defined by the Act.  
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
